Tips and Tricks


WHY IS JOURNALING SO IMPORTANT?


One thing to always remember when thinking about journaling a page is that your family's stories are the most important part of preserving your memories. Your great-great-grandchildren are not going to care what your handwriting looks like, whether you used the computer or a pen, or if the sticker was on straight. Who was there? (include full names)

A few more tips to remember when you start journaling: 


Use acid-free, permanent, scrapbook pens. 


Keep it simple, use titles and bullet points.
